The Canadian Lakes Loon Survey continues with annual input from residents and cottagers at lakes across t
country. Christie Lake has been contributing to this survey for several years. Although reporting has been le
with Covid concerns over the ldstwv of years it is felt that a fewears of missing data in a loegrm dataset

should not have much of an impact on our ability to calculate trends over many years.

Some of our members who live at the lake are continuing our loon survey this sehsateanill be shared
with Birds Canada. Our loons are back as usual around the lake. They always seem to show up as soon as
ice is out! Hopefully they will enjoy a successful nesting season.

If you wish assist with our survey or become aware of a loon nest or loon,giesse keep your distance but

let me know about it so we can add to our survey info. | can be contactgsth.sweezey@gmaiom

Loons are great swimmers but with their feet set
they will often build their nests very close to the waterline. Fluctuations in water levels on atarake
sometimes flood their nest. If you become aware of this near your cottage please let me know. We may be :
to help them renest in this or subsequent years by placement of a floating nest platform.

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Christie Lake Water Level SummaryBruce Mclintyre
Christie Lake Water Level RepoftSpring 2023 as of May 10 2023

Water levels started 2023 below seasonal average; however, due to precipitation levels rosdahuaugo

above seasonal average and remained high through to the first week in March. Water levels dropped througt
March and remained below seasonal average until the ice storm in early April. At this point significant
precipitation, primarily in the fon of rain fell on frozen ground and water levels rose quickly, higher than
average levels persisted through most of April falling towards the end of the month. Additional rainfall sent th
levels to above average and that is where we are at this timeCBugtie Lake and Bobs Lake have been
under a fAFl ood Watcho or AFl ood Warningo for mos
reach what Parks Canada considers AFl ood Level 0

Currently Bobs Lake levels havegked and are starting to recede. Christie Lake will peak over the next week
and assuming no additional precipitation will star to recede.

On behalf of the Christie Lake Association we have kept in communication with Parks Canada and they have
been very h@ful in providing forecasts of the water levels Christie Lake could expect.

Water Testing Update:Brooke Briggs

Two downward trends in Christie which are encouraging, from last summers' Deep Point sampling, were low
levels of Calcium (fewer Zebra Muss@land Nitrogen (fewer weeds!)

Haley Matschke, surface water quality coordinator from the RVCA, noted that some lakes in our watershed
havebeen experiencing increased dissolved Oxygen levels at depth as well as decreasing Secchi Disc depth.

Did you know,aquatic invasive species can spread by hitching a ride on yourlbeas®e specieare one of
the greatest threats to the biodiversity of Onta

Clean any plants, mud, mussels or debris from your boat and equipment.
Drain all standing water from your bilge, motor and livewell.

Dry your boat for 2-7 days or disinfect it with hot or pressurized water.

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Well Water andSeptic Health: Leeds, Grenville & Lanark District Health Unit

ThelLeeds, Grenville and Lanark District Health Ucdéin help you ensure that the well water you and your
family drink is safe.

Spring is a good time to have your well water testedhdateria. Run off from heavy rain may affect the safety

of your drinking water. Bacteria in your well water may not affect the taste or smell of your water. Testing you
well water is the only way to know for sure if your drinking water is safe to consurhi is contaminated

with bacteria and requires some actions to protect the health of your family. The Health Unit recommends the
you test your well water at least three times a year.

A possible source of well water contamination is a malfunctioremgage disposal system. Properly

maintaining your sewage system can help prevent ground water contamination and keep your well water safe
for drinking. With regular care and maintenance, a properly installed sewage system should provide many ye
of servie. However, here are some tips and common household products that residents should avoid disposi
into their septic to ensure a walinctioning system. They include:

Fats, oils and grease;

Household chemicals such as vehicle fluids, paints and soleantsjc drain and harsh cleaners, bleach,
pesticides;

Cat box litter;

Tampons, sanitary napkins, diapers, paper towels, condoms;

Coffee grounds, egg shells and other kitchen waste;

Excess water from roof drains, sump water, water from softeners andtieos fi

Driving over the leaching bed with motorized vehicles should be avoided

Excessive water use in your home could impact your sewage disposal system by flushing solids from the sef
tank into the leaching bedConserve water by spreading your layndut over the week rather than doing
several loads in one day; fix running toilets and leaking faucets and minimize the length of time in the shower

The septic tank should be inspected at regular intervals and pumped out whenever sludge and scemeoccupy
third of the working capacity of the tank. Septic tanks contain deadly gases and should only be inspected by
firms specializing in this work.

The area over a leaching bed should have a good cover of grass allowing for adequate sunlight and ventilatic
to be maintained. Avoid planting shrubs and trees over this area.

Hereds what you can defromRidegud/alleydMddiife Sanceuiaron t he r o a
You can help a turtle across the road in the direction it is going.

Most Ontario turtle species can be carefully picked up with two hands and moved across the road. You can a
use a boardrashovel to coax it along. Never pick up a turtle by the tail, which could damage its spine.

Be careful helping a snapping turtle @ss the roai keep a safe distance from its head as it can reach past its
midpoint if it feels threatened. You can identify a snapping turtle by the large black, olive or brown shells
typically covered i n alligkaeeo. tdmstealong théadengts. Pittuaes ef thé d |
three turtles native to the Ottawa region, including Snapping Turtles, can be seen from the link below.

You can coax a snapper across the road using a shovel or a board, or by allowing it to bite a long stick and
pulling it across the road. If you must pick up a snapper by hand, grab the back of its shell with one hand, anc
slide your other hand underneath between its hind legs. Snappers are very strong and will squirm and thrash
